Inspecting ladders
Before using any ladder, inspect it. Look for the following faults:

. Lloose or missing rungs, cleats, or bracing;

. loose nails, bolts, or screws;

. cracked, broken, split, dented, or badly worn rungs, cleats, or side rails;
. wood splinters;
